Summary

When interception is performed in 3GMS network and events are detected, IRI associated with those events and content (if authorized) are delivered to LEAs after such detection.  However, the suite of specifications TS 33.106, 33.107 and 33.108 do not specify timing requirements in any explicit form regarding:

· Delivery of the intercepted information relative to the detection of the triggering event.

· Generation of a timestamp relative to the detection of the triggering event. 

Note that while TS 33.108 includes Clause 6.2.1 on timing, it does not address this issue either.  The lack of specificity in these specifications regarding timing should be noted as a deficiency and as an area that needs to be addressed.

Proposal

S3LI should identify the current lack of specificity regarding timing requirements in the suite of specifications TS 33.106, 33.107, and 33.108 as a deficiency and work towards addressing this deficiency.
